The Miller’s House at Jordan’s 
Point interprets the industrial and 
transportation history of the area. 

Trail information can be found at 
the kiosk near Mill Creek, the 
Lexington trailhead. 

Old railway markers alerted C&O 
engineers to the distance in miles to 
Balcony Falls, and when to blow the 
whistle. New markers are posted 
every half-mile heading east from 
Lexington to Mile 4.
